In 1948, despite 
their erroneous theory and all the difficulties, they took China for 
Communism.  Their commitment made a difference. 
      Two thousand years ago twelve young men committed their 
lives to Jesus Christ.  In spite of persecution and martyrdom, the 
Church grew and eventually spread worldwide.  Who can tell the 
mighty influence that just a dozen committed young men had on the 
world! 
      Christ knew the dynamics of commitment.  He said, If any man 
will come after me, let him deny himself, take up his cross, and 
follow me (Matthew 16:24).  This means handing your whole life – 
thoughts, desires, ambitions – over to Christ, determining to know 
Him and the power of His resurrection, and being willing to suffer 
for His sake (Philippians 3:8, 10).   
This is the kind of commitment that can change the world today and 
bring it to Jesus Christ.
