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Saint of the Month:  St. Cuthbert March 20 
 

     Cuthbert, born about 635, was the bishop of Lindisfarne in the third quarter of the seventh 
century.  While legend ascribes to Cuthbert a royal birth as a son of a Irish king named 
Muriadach, the Venerable Bede’s notation, “Brittania … genuit” strongly suggests Cuthbert 
actually was born into a poor family in what is now England, probably near the monastery of 
Mailros (Melrose), which was then in the kingdom of Northumbria.  He is known to have been 
tended sheep as a boy and was raised by a foster family.  In 651, Cuthbert entered Melrose as a 
postulant, but incursions by the neighboring king, Penda of Mercia, forced all able-bodied 
Northumbrian men to take up arms and Cuthbert apparently served about four years as a soldier 
before he could carry out his plans to become a monk.   
 
     Returning to Melrose, he quickly became known for his learning and holiness.  He was made 
guest master at Ripon when that monastery was founded, but left when in 661 Ripon abandoned 
Celtic Christian customs in favor of Roman customs.  Only in 664 when the Synod of Whitby 
resolved disputes between Celtic and Roman practices in favor of Rome did Cuthbert abandon 
Celtic usage.  Then, he was sent by St. Eata to be prior of Lindisfarne to introduce Roman 
customs at the monastery .  Already widely known for his holiness and known too to have been 
steeped in Celtic customs, Cuthbert gently and successfully transformed Lindisfarne to Roman 
customs.  He also spent much time evangelizing the people who lived in the vicinity of the 
monastery and became known for his devotion to the Mass and for his zealous charity. 
 

     In 676, after thirteen years at Lindisfarne, he retired to a cave where he lived austerely as a 
hermit.  After several years in retirement, he was elected bishop of Lindisfarne by a synod of 
bishops at Tynford led by St. Theodore, Archbishop of Canterbury.  Cuthbert initially resisted, 
but yielded after a long struggle in prayer.  He was consecrated on Easter Day 685 by 
Archbishop Theodore.  For two years Cuthbert worked tirelessly with great results, but at 
Christmas 686, foreseeing his own death, he resigned his see and retired to his hermitage, where 
he died on 20 March 687.  His grave at Lindisfarne Abbey soon became a pilgrimage destination 
and many miracles were credited to Cuthbert.   
 
     His body was moved several times over the centuries, but eventually came to rest towards the 
end of the tenth century at Durham Cathedral.  Cuthbert’s remains lay at rest at Durham greatly 
honored until the Reformation, when his shrine was plundered in 1542.  The monks at Durham 
had hidden Cuthbert’s body in a secret location.  In 1827 Anglican clergyman unearthed a coffin 
they thought to be that of Cuthbert’s.  While some controversy surrounds the identity of the 
remains in the coffin (are they that of Cuthbert or someone else placed in the coffin later), the 
coffin itself is now generally regarded as the one in which Cuthbert was last interred.  Also 
buried at Durham Cathedral is Cuthbert’s first biographer and the first historian of the Anglican 
church, the Venerable Bede. 
 

     Cuthbert, humbly born, lived in great simplicity.  Both in his preaching and in his actions, 
Cuthbert fearlessly proclaimed the gospel of Our Lord Jesus Christ.  In so doing, he is a model of 
Christian living for all times, especially for us today.
