 These words from the Ash Wednesday liturgy remind us that the prayer, self-
examination, fasting, self-denial, meditation, reading, and other practices of Lent 
leading us into repentance and readiness for the Easter celebration are by invitation

associated with this season. The invitation comes out of a long tradition in the Church 
and from a community stretching back to the earliest of Christian history. When we 
participate in these time-tested practices, we know our minds and hearts and bodies 
will undergo change. By the action of the Holy Spirit working among us in this 
community of faith, we will experience what Christians over the centuries have 
experienced: the mixing, leavening, kneading, rising, and baking of the bread of our life 
together. 

 Lent is not just an individual experience, although the work of individuals in Lent 
is crucial. We are invited in the name of the Church to be the Church at ever deepening 
levels so that our community will be ready at Easter to be claimed yet again by the

Ingredients: 

2 tsp olive oil  
bunch green onions, sliced,  
  white and green parts  
  separated  
8 oz can corn; drained  
bag frozen edamame (shelled)   
1/2 cup chopped red sweet pepper  1/2 cup vege table broth  
2 tsp. oregano     bla ck pepper to taste  
1/8 tsp. salt     2 tsp butter  
 
Process: 

Heat oil in a large skillet over medium - high heat. Add white part of green onion 
and cook until starting to brown slightly, about 1 minute. Stir in corn, edamame, 
sweet pepper, oreg ano, salt and pepper. Cook, stirring often until the vegetables  
are tender, 4 to 5 minutes.  Stir together broth and cornstarch; add to corn 
mixture along with remaining green onions. Cook and stir until bubbly and liquid 
almost evaporates. Remove from hea t and mix in the butter until melted.

His slave managed to kill the animal, but could not prevent his 
majesty from losing a finger.  Furious and without showing his gratitude for being 
saved, the nobleman said ȰIs God good?  If He was good I would not have been attacked 
and lost my finger.ȱ  The slave replied only ȰMy king, despite all these things I can only 
tell you that God is good, and he knows the why of all these things.

 Outraged by the response, the king ordered the arrest of his slave.  Later, he left 
for another hunt and was captured by savages who made human sacrifices. While on 
the altar, ready to sacrifice the noble, the savage found that the victim had a missing 
finger and so he was released.  According them:  he was not so complete to be offered 
to the gods.  Upon his return to the palace, the king authorized the release of the slave 
to whom he said very affectionately: - My dear, God was really good to me:  I was almost 
killed by the wild men, but for lack of a single finger I was let go!  But I have a question:
